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Well it took some days to get
our breath back after the
actions of the previous few
months culminating in our
“Celebration of Disability
Awareness” at Chichester
Festival Theatre. Since then
we have been digesting the
congratulations at having
presented the Celebration,
and invitations to repeat the
production again next year,
and also in other venues.

We have digested not only
the praise, but the few criti-
cisms and will take them on
board as we do with com-
ments made by Head
Teachers in our follow-up
questionnaire after a school
visit. Only in this way can we
measure if our message is
getting through to the chil-
dren.

The most common request
from Head Teachers is “can
you provide visual support
with your talks?” Sadly, our
fund-raising has so far pro-
duced only 2 laptops and 1
projector, and if we are able
to provide visual aids, we
need 3 more laptops and
projectors. Our fund-raising
team keep trying on this
issue.
