· Each presentation is supported by an Occupational Therapist.  50% of our speakers are disabled.

DISABILITY AWARENESS UK

Over the past three years we have targeted hundreds of schools in both the private and public sectors as to their involvement with disabled people in the community, as well as the facilities they are able to offer disabled children.  We are now promoting this scheme nationally and intend to speak to over 220,000 schools around the country, involving up to 500 children at each presentation – a massive undertaking and a challenge which we are all sincerely looking forward to.

We also maintain a data bank of schools and the facilities they offer which, subject to privacy protection, can be made available to interested parents.  We have to thank the schools concerned for their very positive support – both with information and funding to enable this research to be completed.

Our future aims are to educate young people in the problems of disability and, at the same time, to highlight how individuals overcome their problems – often with spectacular success.  We are already introducing some of these special people.

Currently we have embarked on a programme of school visits in the Sussex, Surrey and Hampshire areas and will soon be extending this into the London area.  We are also working on a programme of Drama Workshops that follow our presentations.  These are proving very successful.  Anyone wishing to invite us to a particular school in their area should contact Annie Cook, our Schools Liaison Officer.
